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The Web version of the Plan is always the most up-to-date.  Compare this printed document with the 
Comprehensive Plan on the Web to determine if this volume has been updated with the most recent amendments 
adopted by the Board of Supervisors.   
 
USING THE PRINTED PLAN:  Compare the “amended through” date found in the header of a specific section in 
this printed document with the same section in the Plan on the County Web site.  To keep a printed edition of the 
Plan up to date, print sections of the Plan from the Web site as they are updated.   
 
USING THE PLAN ON THE COUNTY WEB SITE:  The Web site version of the Comprehensive Plan will be 
updated periodically as amendments are adopted.  In the Web site edition, the header on the pages of each section
